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From the desk of the Administrator… 
 

I can’t believe that we are in March already, but I am more than ready for spring and I am sure 
most everyone is. 
  I would like to talk this month about our Main Street Lighting Project scheduled for this year. 

In the spring of 2015 I spoke with Council on the possibility of a grant to do street enhancement 
projects through a grant from the Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT).  After discussion of several 
different projects that would meet the qualifications for this grant, the council passed Resolution 2015-
007 on May 11, 2015 authorizing me to apply for funding from the Transportation Alternative Program 
(TAP).  Funding for the TAP which has been providing 80% of the eligible costs from Federal Funds. 

The scope of the project that Council decided on was to replace all existing street lights and 
upgrade to 65 new decorative poles and LED light fixtures.  This would cover all street light poles from 
Robb St to Jerry Drive.  Also, it was to replace the existing traffic signal at Main and Pike street.  The signal 
would be upgraded to decorative poles with the signals on mast arms (same poles as located at Airstream 
Drive traffic signal).  This would also include crosswalk lights at the intersection.  The signals and 
crosswalk lights will all be energy efficient LED. 

On August 4, 2015 the Village Council was presented with some great news.  ODOT informed 
Council that the Main Street Lighting Project was selected to be funded through TAP.  ODOT even made 
the news better when they informed Council that funding for their project was increased from 80% to up 
to 95% of the eligible costs from federal funds.  ODOT is utilizing Toll Revenue Credit for the funding. 

The Main Street Lighting Project has an Engineers estimate of $678,000.  The Village share of this 
is $37,290.  The Village share will be funded with $35,000 from the Permissive License Tax monies and 
$2,290 from the General Improvement fund.  The Project went to bid this month with bid openings on 
February 15th.  ODOT is reviewing the bids as I write and hopefully bids came in good and they will be 
awarding the bid soon.  The Project hopefully will be started yet this spring.
